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Teachers4Europe4Refugees: Understanding Europe and
women's rights. A pilot implementation of the T4E
program in groups of women with refugee profile

Abstract

This paper describes the pilot adaptation of the Teachers 4 Europe program that was offered to
female population with a refugee profile at the Schistos Refugee Camp during Spring and
Summer of 2021. The idea was designed on the need of this community for education in the
basic history of modern Europe, the issue of the European Union and the acquaintance with the
basic socio-cultural characteristics of each member country.In the second part of the program,
the participants themselves asked to learn more about the history of women's emancipation in
Europe and in the western world in general. The program was based on the active learning
approach and the principles of Critical Pedagogy where the trainee actively participates in the
objectives of teaching and learn to think and act critically while developing actions which will
help them to improve their living conditions and to build a fairer and more equal society
(Xovpdaxng,2020, 106). At different parts of the program, various art forms were used, such
us poetry workshops, film watching, Graffiti making, etc. In all parts of the program, research
was done on the thematic correspondences with the countries of origin. For example, when we
talked about the important women of Europe, a research on the important women of
Afghanistan, followed. Women responded to the spirit of the European Woman as an Active
Citizen and created Walls of Kindness within the camp and murals on gender equality. The
program closed with an open event where participants presented the lessons to their community
in the camp. Their participation in the Conference entitled “Agora for Democratic Culture”
which took place on the 31st of March and 1st of April 2022 at the premises of the New
Acropolis Museum in Athens was embraced by the participants and recognized as an activist
action that brought the issues of Muslim women in visibility.

Education within the Refugee camps



It is now known that one of the reasons which is forcing populations to move is the deprivation
of the right to education. War and famine are among the main difficulties for individuals and
families to move, but there are cases such as the second generation of Afghans living in
Pakistan and other countries, whom, although not directly endangered by starvation or killing,
they have limited education options especially for girls (T.N.H.2003). In the migratory flows
of the last decade, from the first moment this need was recognized by both humanitarian
organizations and the Greek state as well, therefore were organized programs in formal and
non-formal education that aimed to meet the cognitive needs of this population. The type of

training that most often offered was creative activities and language courses.

Coming to Europe, these people have rightly understood that it is a place where vulnerability
is protected and they receive advocacy support. However, little care has been taken to help
them understand the European context, the European values, the basic history of the European
conquests and even less to prepare for this new identity of a European citizen. In addition, the
basic problem in most of these programs is the way that they are organized, since the students
are recognized as neutral containers that should passively be filled with the new knowledge. It
sometimes seems that everything that happens inside the refugee camps is designed to keep
them constantly stuck in the identity of the vulnerable and not in the new identity of the Active
European Citizen. And these conservative educational approaches is well known that can be
found in other educational contexts as well and not only in those with refugee students. In the
Refugee Education field, very few programs encourage the trainees to Critical Thinking,
Comparative Thinking, and taking Initiatives. PauloFreire proposed the Problem Posing Model
or, alternatively, problem-solving learning, which can lead to a critical awareness and the
development of knowledge by the students themselves, focusing on the problems of their lives
(Xovpdakng,2020,106,107).In this program, the issue of the emancipation of the Muslim

woman as a serious social problem, arose from the students themselves.
Teachers 4 Europe 4 Refuges

Through my experience as a Teather4 Europe | thought from the beginning of my career as a
Refugee Education Coordinator, that this program could function as a media to fill these gaps.

In consultation with the scientific director of the program, the program began timidly. In March
2021 and while Greece, like all European countries, was still under the constraints of the
Pandemic, we decided to initially give a small questionnaire to determine the level and
perception of the candidates in basic information about the European Union and human rights.
With the help of an interpreter, | conducted short interviews with people aged 12-60, mainly

of Afghan and Iranian descent, and some Arabic-speaking young people (Syria, Palestine).

The response was quite impressive especially from the young women, where they perceive
Europe through a series of simple individual freedoms, such as having an account in TikTok,

wearing a short t-shirt, being able to travel freely, having make up on, and more.

It was decided due to practical issues mainly because of the unavailability of interpreters, to
initially teach the course only to women. The number of women who participated was 28 (26
Afghans and 2 Syrians). The presence of Arabic speaker’s participants was occasional. The
meetings was fixed for once a week in the area called “School of the Camp” and in addition
one or two more meetings per week for further research on the topics of the lessons. The first
4 courses were offered through distance learning in connection with the Department of
International and European Studies of the University of Piraeus under the supervision of
Professor Mrs. Foteini Asderaki. Initially, a series of online meetings were held with the
Professor and her students in order to jointly design the course framework. After discussing
the needs description and the educational level of the trainees the students of the University
decided to create a series of power point presentations which they would present the key
elements of the European Union member states: date of accession to the EU, map, currency,
exportable products, typical architecture, level of economy, traditional clothing, standard diet,

cultural monuments, etc. The trainees had the opportunity to ask questions and intervene.

In the study meetings that followed, the trainees were asked to select some of the countries
presented and to proceed to further research on the internet. At the same time, they sought
information about their countries of origin in order to make a basic comparison and to emerge
the common influences and similarities with the new data they received. The aim of these
courses was not to feel that they are called to forget the value of their own culture. One of the
key European values is Inclusion and Pluralism. More similarities and common roots were

stirred through these lessons, instead of differences.
Woman of Europe

As the time that was available was generally limited, the trainees asked to study more about
the position of women in Europe and the West World in general. So the following lessons were
about the position of women in the ancient civilizations, in the Medieval Europe, during the
days of the Second World War, and more. We studied the feminist movement, the right to vote,
the right for equal salaries, about the International Women's Day, etc. At the same time, there
were discussions about the oppression of women in the Muslim world by extremist Islamic
regimes and how religion was used to reinforce this oppression. A very special time of the
program was during the 3 presentations of the Iranian Film The Stoning of Soraya M which
deals with the true story of the brutal abuse and murder of an Iranian woman. The film led to
emotionally charged discussions where older women reported similar incidents and urged
younger women to take advantage of Europe's opportunities for education and empowerment

and return one day to their home towns in order to change those inhuman traditions.

In the context of this cycle of lessons, we did a research about important women of Europe,
from different professional fields and long discussions followed on how they influenced the
emancipation of women in Europe and in the West in general. At the same time, we did a
research on the important women of Afghanistan and Iran. It was understood to the participants
that they are a part of a chain and that they themselves can contribute to the change of the

position of women. Inspired by the feminist movement and the famous poster, they decided to

create a women's action group within the refugee camp which they named: WE CAN DO TI.

The “We Can Do It team created two Walls of Kindness in order to offer clothing to the people
from the community who are facing difficulties. This Walls of Kindness is a charity work
phenomenon and a kind of welfare, that started at Iran, usually done by attaching cloth hangers
from outside of houses; those encourage people to donate miscellaneous useful things such as

winter clothing (Clugston,2017).

The course closed in July 2021 with an open event organized in the courtyard of the refugee
camp of Schisto. The trainees invited the community, and they presented on a power point

presentation what were taught during the lessons.

Very important event in terms of empowerment and integration, was their participation in the
Conference entitled “Agora for Democratic Culture” which took place on the 31st of March
and 1st of April 2022 at the premises of the New Acropolis Museum in Athens and their
participation in the TEACHMI program that took place at the University of Piraeus on the 18™
of May 2022. At both events, the women spoke about their experiences in their home countries
and the oppression they had received from extremists, as well as their expectations and the

freedoms they already enjoy while living in Europe.
Conclusions

The program apparently empowered the participants and, through that, a new community of
women and young girls was born, under the new common identity of the European Women.
They understood that Europe is a big Family where it is allowed to be different, to wear the
clothes you like or eat the food you prefer. They also understood that human rights arose
from a series of claims and individual and collective struggles. They received the information
that even on the borders of Europe the role of religion had once been misinterpreted and had
become a tool of oppression and exploitation. The liberation from these oppressive ideas,
became a reality through education, creativity and democracy.

Aim-objectives

The project was created in the framework of "Teachers4Europe: setting an Agora for
Democratic Culture™ (T4E). It was a collaboration between schools from Greece, Romania and
France. The main goal was to study multilingualism in the EU through experiential, playful
activities. The underlying question was the following:" Linguistic diversity: barrier or
opportunity?"” It is important for the students to understand that promoting multilingualism is
interlinked with the development of Europe as an area of freedom, security and justice. We
tried to engage our students in creative and meaningful activities and meanwhile have them
reflect on the importance and the challenges of the linguistic diversity, on the issues of

translation, of foreign-language learning and of the connection between power and language.

Curriculum-wise, the project was mainly linked to the subjects of English and Modern Greek,
since there are several textbook units that deal with Language and Languages and cultures of
the world. Issues related to dominant and endangered languages, the power of language as well
as the interaction between languages need to be addressed in all Language subjects. In addition
to this, many of the addressed issues like United Europe and European Citizenship, diversity
and multiculturalism were linked to Civics and European Studies. All student interaction was

carried out in English. Through the recordings they made in various activities but also through

the 2 online meetings that took place, students were able to improve their skills in speaking and

listening to English. Furthermore, the project attempted to enhance, 21st century skills, such as

cooperation / communication (students worked in transnational groups)
digital skills (many Web 2.0 tools were used)

creativity / information management - the understanding of the Other, through the acquaintance

with other languages

the cultivation of European conscience and identity.

Methodology-Outputs

As an icebreaking activity, each student chose the name of a student from another country,

recorded his/her attempt to pronounce it and sent the recording to him/her!

They created logos for the project inspired by Bruegel's painting "The Tower of Babel" and

using the motto “United in Diversity” and they then voted for the best one.

Students were then divided in 6 transnational groups: Each group selected 4 official EU
languages, researched about them and posted on the collaborative Padlet map. All students also

contributed to the creation of a collaborative map of the EU minority languages.

Next, they attempted to record phrases in languages they don't speak and copied texts with
special alphabetic signs in order to get acquainted with difference in sound and writing. To
raise awareness on inclusion issues they recorded their names using sign alphabet. They
introduced their mother languages to the others through words and phrases. To study
interaction between languages, they searched for foreign words in their mother languages thus

creating a collective spreadsheet with words of foreign origin in Greek, Romanian and French

All students contributed to the creation of a collaborative quiz on European languages and a

series of flashcards with words / phrases in their mother languages.

They discussed the dangers posed by the existence of highly influential and dominant

languages in the EU.

In order to realize the power of language, inspired by Orwell's 1984, they collaboratively
created an “Index Verborum Prohibitorum” with words that would be banned by an

authoritarian regime.

Each group researched websites and articles on EU language policy regarding the protection
and support of languages, its translation policy and the promotion of language learning and a
member from each group added their findings to the relevant Twinspace page

They self-assessed their level of foreign language fluency and exchanged views on the

difficulties and benefits of learning foreign languages in a series of forums and Padlet walls.

Students researched about European Commission's General Directorate for Translation and
collaboratively formed a questionnaire about the profession of translator which was sent to Ms.

Aphrodite Politouwho works for this Directorate to answer.
They tested their translation skills on the JuvenesTranslatores competition text.

2 online meetings were held, one for Christmas and one for Europe Day / eTwinning Day,

during which students met, played games and exchanged wishes and views.

The final collaborative product was a joint podcast about all the above issues, the script of
which was collaboratively written and recorded by all participating students.All members
collaborated to write the script for the recording and then decided who would record which
part. All recordings were collected and assembled into a single one, which is the project’s final

product.

Tools used
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The following tools were used: 1. Padlet in order to create a map of the participating schools,
maps of the official and minority languages of the EU and to discuss EU languages of power
2. Tricider to discuss the benefits and challenges of EU linguistic diversity 3. Google docs to
collaboratively write the script for the podcast 4. Google forms for the collaborative creation
of a questionnaire for Mrs. Aphrodite Politou as well as for the project evaluation

questionnaires 5. Surveymonkey to create a questionnaire about students' foreign language

competency 6. Audacity for mixing and editing the final podcast 7. Image editing software for
creating logos 8. VVocaroo for the recording of excerpts in European languages that students do
not speak, words or phrases in their mother tongue, podcast 9.

A number of websites were also used: 1. for writing their names in ancient writing systems 2.
for the research on the EU language policy 3. for activities related to the European Day of

Languages.

Impact and dissemination

The project succeeded both in imparting knowledge about the EU and its language policy and
in strengthening students' positive attitude towards linguistic diversity and language learning.
2 questionnaires were created for the project evaluation, one for the teachers and one for the
students. The questionnaire for students aimed to showcase how they evaluated the project
themselves. Their answers showed that they gained new knowledge from their participation
and enjoyed the cooperation; some of them even said that they made new friends. The main
positive aspects that were pointed out were the interaction with students from other countries,
the playfulness of the process and the acquaintance with other cultures and languages. Attempts
were also made to record the impact the project had on students. Almost all of them said they
were satisfied with the EU language policy and about half of them intend to learn other foreign
languages in the future. They find the profession of translator of interest to a great extent, while
96.3% value multilingualism as a positive quality both personally and socially. 100% of the
participating teachers believe that the desired results have been achieved and positively
evaluate the collaboration and interaction. The project is part of the "Teachers4Europe: setting
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an Agora for Democratic Culture” (T4E) program. A digital poster containing the logo was
created for the dissemination of the program. Participating teachers posted on social media. For
example, many posts were made on Twitter on the occasion of the World Mother Language
Day, presenting activities of the project and using the hashtag #MotherLanguageDay. The
project was also presented in a post in the Facebook group "Teachers4Europe"”. It was also
awarded with eTwinning National Quality labels in all participating countries as well as with

the eTwinning European Quality Label

Description

"'T4E:Building a European Workplace Citizenship' was an e-Twinning project created
under the umbrella of The Erasmus + KA3 - Policy Making -"Teachers4Europe: Setting
an Agora for Democratic Culture™ by the European Commission. It was carried out by
the active participation and strong commitment of three high schoolteachers and 74
students aged 16-19: loI'EAQpaioxdotpov, Thessaloniki, Greece/Lycée Guy de
Maupassant, FECAMP, France/ Institut Provencana, L'Hospitalet de Llobregat, Spain

The project lasted for about 8 months and focused on the themes of Working
Conditions in Europe (comparison of those in the 3 countries), Diversity via Inclusion
(laws and policies promoting them in each country) and Corporate Social
Responsibility (its meaning & examples of environmental and social actions) with an
emphasis on our common European Values in relation to work EU values. It was
therefore a 3-main activity eTwinning project. During the implementation of each
activity the students had the opportunity to experience and apply information they
received from different school courses in direct relation to real life through the main
themes of EU Working Citizenship. The concrete project resuts were collaboratively
created by the students in the 6 European mixed teams under the mentorship of the
teachers within the framework of common guidelines and considering the eTwinning

Netiquette and Copyright.

Pedagogical Innovation and Creativity

Our project was based on the active participation of students and teachers alike and

the creation of joint works in a collaborative manner, both nationally and
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internationally. This eTwinning project was meant to enrich both the online learning
process during this long period of online lessons due to covidl9 and our students'
knowledge and experience on current European Working topics. The activities engaged
students and gave them a chance to manifest their skills, both independently but also as
teams, while raising awareness on a number of crucial interwoven topics. Above all,
through effectively communicating and collaborating into producing joint outcomes,
students managed to find their way into a European future that not only concerns them
but they can be part of it themselves. The pedagogical and creative activities that were
implemented in the project were the following:
Introduction of the members, Teams and Regions,6 European Mixed Teams, Online
Initial PreSurvey & Analysis, Logo Contest, 3Main Activities, Project Promotion, Final

Evaluation and Analysis(teachers & students).
The tasks involved in each of the 3 main activities were:

Warm Up Videos and Articles, Starting the Theme, Forums, EMT joint tasks (videos,

infographics, articles, mind maps, comic strips, quizzes).

All activities were designed to combine technology (various interactive web 2.0 tools)
and pedagogy in a collaborative and creative way- joined online logo contest, made
presentations, took surveys and evaluated the project and worked jointly. They
cooperated with other students in partner countries via these tools and created common
works. Our intention has also been for the students to enhance their 21st century skills
and competences, to gain an interdisciplinary learning approach related to daily life, to
gain more positive attitudes towards our common values, to raise the importance of
inclusive working conditions and understand their role as social active citizens, to
enhance their foreign language skills and to sensitize them in terms of redefining
European Working Conditions & Values as well as the concept of the market at
European level(a place of free dialogue and active participation and decision-making
on an equal footing).We teachers, acting as mentors, offered our students an opportunity
of thinking independently and expressing their own ideas freely and thinking critically.

Both teachers and students gave feedback and evaluated the project.

Curricular Integration
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It wasn’t long after eLearning was applied in Greece that this project became a reality,
as just after 3 weeks | came to realize that it would transform our English course. It
immediately became a student-based project with the use of flipped-classroom and
research method, engaging my students in long discussions about all of our topics and
prompting them to use their English in a meaningful way. Twinspace became our own

educational platform during our online lessons due to covid19 (5 months).

The project was a reciprocal one exploring new unknown areas of knowledge and
education. It was implemented as an important part of school life. We incorporated the
activities into the normal classroom activities and did most of the project work during
the school hours in the English course, twice a week throughout the remaining school
year. Other teachers were always willing to help out in any way possible when needed
and thus contributed immensely in the productive flow of our project. The most
important competences to develop were the student's sense of oneself, their
international and intercultural awareness and their awareness and readiness for what
awaits them once they enter the working force of tomorrow’s Europe Working

Citizenship.

Our project activities were compatible with the curriculum of English, Greek Language
and Literature, IT, Civic Education, History and Essay Writing subjects. The overall
project activities were therefore directly related to the acquisitions and goals of the
school subjects given above. The project offered students the opportunity to use and
develop interdisciplinary skills simultaneously through a range of collaborative
activities. It also intended for students to develop their skills such as teamwork,
communication, collaboration, ability of designing, using strategic, critical, analytical
and creative thinking and problem solving. The project also offered a great chance for
the students to practise their foreign language and develop their digital ICT skills as we
created various kinds of concrete works through which the students developed their
English and learned about new web 2.0 tools. Last but not least, through this project
our students were equipped with basic personal and social qualifications and
competences in the way of strengthening their role and place in society of a common

future in our European home.

Results, Impact, and Documentation
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This project allowed students to observe, reflect, compare, research and experiment for
themselves and with others. It had a huge impact on my students since it was something
they had never participated in before, though 2nd high school graders, experiencing
their first online school year as well. It gave them a chance to be independent and
autonomous, but at the same time work in international teams with their peers from
other countries and become cooperative and creative. As for the impact this project had
on my teaching, it has immensely improved my project-based skills, acting as a mentor
and guide, while greatly cultivating my relationship and interaction with my students.
The project also gave me an insight into what my digital future classes may entail - not
just an e-textbook, but a more interactive, international and culturally diverse and

digitally updated context.

In our school,the project was also successful in the way of raising awareness of the
positive impact of eTwinning projects. It showed other teachers a way not only to make
their lessons more interesting and appealing to students by incorporating project
learning into their classes, but also help them grow as teachers. The project also helped
promote the European dimension in our school and support the innovative programme
of Teachers4Europe which is aimed at upgrading and expanding to other European
countries the Teacher4Europe - T4E Teacher Network, created in Greece in 2011 by
the Delegation of the European Commission, whilst enhancing the emergence of

educational practices.

The most successful result of the completion of this project was undoubtedly the happy,
fulfilled and impressed students and teachers, who saw that it is possible to create
something so outstanding and at the same time result in better understanding of the
world around us and pushing ourselves, especially youngsters to the limits in order to
find answers to questions and become part of the solution rather that the problem
themselves. Thanks to this project students developed their multiperspectivity and
raised their awareness on the issues that our EU working citizenship has brought, along
with ways to build a solid working ground for future generations. In a nutshell,
members of this amazing eTwinning project managed to start a journey towards
becoming Thinkers and Change Makers while developing a sense of European Working
Identity, a growth in confidence in their own abilities to face future workplace

challenges.
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Working side by side not only with my students but with students from other countries
as well (as their mentor teacher), providing them with assistance has been my number
one priority; acting as a facilitator and a guide but also letting them take initiatives and
decisions about certain tasks. During the project, | made the project results visible to
all the other students and teachers and school administrators through eTwinning corner,
school webpage, in the teachers' meetings and presentations for the whole school by the
students themselves. A national webinar was organised and held in order to share good
practices and exchange views on different eTwinning projects at the end of the school
year, thus further disseminating our project. Furthermore, in the context of the
Erasmus+ KA 3 European program "Teachers4Europe: Setting an Agora for
Democratic Culture™ and following the invitation of the T4E Ambassadors, on
Wednesday 11 May 2022, an online event to disseminate the projects implemented by
the teachers (T4E) and their students was held, where the specific project was also
presented. Last, all participants schools received a Quality Label for this project.

Overall, this project managed to bring pupils from different countries together, engage
them creatively and improve both their knowledge on our EU working citizenship, but
also their autonomy, decision-making, and acquisition of digital skills while sowing the
seeds for building a visionary and more open-minded future for them as European

Summary

In third grade of high school (High School of Moudros, Lemnos Greece) students are
taught modern history and more specifically WWI. As they participate in T4E
programme and Russia’s war on Ukraine has a negative impact on every EU country,
they collaborated with the students of Senior High School of Moudros, who also
participate in T4E programme, in order to work together and create presentations, art
works and material based on War. In this collaboration, History, Social and Political
Education courses and Life Skills and 21st Century Skills course, which have recently
been added to the High School timetable, have been important helpers for the younger
students. The focus of the following scenario is to be used with a single classroom or
with collaborating classes within the framework of a project, such as a T4E project. The
suggested activities can also be implemented separately or during another related
project, by implementing the method of flipped classroom and active learning activities
based on it. In the framework of a project, activities are to be carried out collaboratively
by using ICT tools. Differentiated teaching and tools could be, also, used so that
students of different levels, abilities and cultural backgrounds can actively attend, in
order to gain a deeper understanding of European values. The age of the target group
students (14-16) is suitable for active involvement, creating and decision making

regarding the activities to be chosen.

teaching.
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Introduction

The main aim of this learning scenario is to have our students explore the WWI through
their eyes, as depicted on OER learning, teaching and research materials, so as to learn
and understand some facts about war, to develop empathy regarding the living
conditions at the time of each war, especially the WWI and WWII and the Russian-
Ukrainian one, to compare and contrast them with our modern lifestyle and ultimately
to produce their own personal crafts and works of arts, based on the European values

especially focused on the European identity and citizenship.
Methodology

According to the 21st century skills Creativity and Innovation, this Learning Scenario
encourages creativity and innovation by engaging students in a number of activities

inspired by the main topic of the T4E: Setting an Agora for Democratic Culture.

Apart from that, it focuses on Critical Thinking: the students conduct their own research
in an effort to interpret the meaning of the chosen sources (ICT tools) and explore what

they reveal about our common European past.

As regards Communication and Collaboration, these skills are reinforced since the
students are expected to communicate using written and oral language, to work into

groups and to assess their peers by using rubrics so as to promote reflective learning.

By building this learning scenario we focused on the flipped classroom model and
placed emphasis on active learning. The students’ participation and involvement are
required to move from lower order thinking skills to the acquisition of higher order
thinking skills (Bishop & Verleger, 2013; Erol, 2020; Tucker, 2014), leading to a
benefit when they are asked to inquire, search for information, analyze a content and
express their point of view (Mohamed & Lamia, 2020), favoring their critical thinking
(Al-Samarraiel et al., 2019; Al-Zahrani, 2015), which fosters the development of their
learning to learn competence (Cerea, 2019) and make presentations and create art crafts
about war, tasks that develop more valuable and meaningful skills, experiences

creativity.

Differentiated instruction was also one of our purposes by using flexible grouping to

create partnerships and teaching students how to work collaboratively on tasks.
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Assistive technology is therefore an important component of differential instruction
(Tomlinson et al., 2008). With this educational prospective, every student, of different
age, with different skills and different way of learning, even with different culture, can

be creative, feel active and deeply understand the European values threatened of war.

The consolidation of the flipped classroom methodology is accompanied by the
presence of information and communication technologies (ICT), and that in education
improves the acquisition of knowledge and skills (Maldonado et al., 2019; Mingorance
et al., 2017). Technological resources have seen increased participation in education
(Cabero et al., 2019), contributing to the benefits of active methodologies, which
influence personal interrelationships, leading to a connection between the flipped
classroom methodology and ICT as a central element. The flipped classroom method is
introduced in ICT tools and by means of applications that allow providing didactic
material for the student's self-learning.

Tools and Outputs

There are many tools that can be used by educators to make teaching more interesting
and more engaging for students. An interesting tool that we used in order to present
material in an interactive way was:
https://www.thinglink.com/scene/680413515290247170 (a map of Europe on which

we created a series of hyperlinks on it that lead to picture, video, wikipedia or any other

web link related to history and culture of Europe during the 20th century).

In addition to that, we worked into groups by using Diigo (https://www.diigo.com), a
social bookmarking application that teachers can save, tag, annotate, organize and share

online resources between teams.

As we exchanged material while commenting and grouping it using keywords, we are
introduced to the topic through a word cloud, created by using the educational tool:

https://wordart.com/ and this brainstorming activity aimed at introducing the topic and

raising awareness regarding the era (1914-1918 and 1939-1945) and the human

perspective of the war.

Furthermore, students studied materials with historical facts (map and/or timeline) and
became more familiar with the context of WW1 and WW?2 and the created their own
Powerpoint presentations inspired by Europeana’s collections of multimedia materials

Important for the achievement of the in-depth understanding of European values and
the significant effort being made to strengthen a sustainable, cooperative and peaceful
Europe was the contribution of North Aegean Europe Direct and the dialogue
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developed by the students with university professors of European studies in the context
of the institutions, values and importance of the cohesion using the video conference

method.
Evaluation and Dissemination

All educators involved used the digital story telling web page to learn the basics in order
to better present the students’ feedback: https://digitalstorytelling.coe.uh.edu/. By

creating posters, painting and poems the students expressed their feelings in a creative
way. All their work was compiled and showcased digitally as well as in the physical
school surroundings so as to appreciate their effort and communicate their ideas and
creations. Furthermore, the final event organized by both schools, the High School and
the Senior High School of Moudros, was dedicated to the Ukrainian war and its impact

on the European citizens today.

Students interacted with their teachers and peers successfully and this exchange helped
them to computer-assisted collaborative learning and actively construct knowledge by
inquiry and analysis of their learning. it impacts on students’ motivation and improves
their learning results. Furthermore, they realized the value of peace and the main idea
of European Union, whose purpose is to unite countries and nations after WWII.

Recommendations

All the applications above trained students on planning, presenting and sharing ideas
while collaborating in groups and implemented the flipped classroom method at school
daily routine. In European projects, such as T4E, some of the main challenges include
further learner’s engagement and interactivity among students. These issues could be
addressed through innovative teaching and learning strategies, based on work on
learner-centred approaches, active learning methodology and effective integration of
ICT in schools. It is a significant aspect of educational field, when technology and

pedagogy are rapidly changing.

Exercise, Highlighting Human Values.

Abstract

This paper exemplifies how a creative writing project taking place in a school within the duration of a
school week, performed by all students of all classes, can exemplify the core human values of the right to
life and the right to human dignity.This paper was written for the Erasmus+ KA3 “Teachers4Europe:
Setting an Agora for Democratic Culture” (2018 - 2022)’

Introduction

This theatrical play was written during the first semester of the school year 2020-2021. It is an innovative
teaching tool for Greek public-school standards since it has never before been written by Greek students
of a public school in the target language of instruction, English. The students were offered by the teacher
a list with real-life events that might motivate them enough to write and out of a considerably long list, the
learners decided by voting that they felt thrilled to write about the wreckage of the Greek S/S boat
Herakleion that sunk outside Falkonera isle on the 8th of December 1965. So, they proceeded to write
about the heroic Greek University student who died after having rescued 10 people out of the total 40
people who survived the wreckage that cost the lives of 277 people. The students wrote about this drowned

University student because they characterized her as ‘someone who should never be forgotten’.
The main characteristics of this authentic material play, are:

It follows and adapts current trends in pedagogy, teaching core human values, and also interprets T4E

basic standards, human rights of Life and the European value of dignity.

Bodley’s definition of culture is ‘what people think, make and do.’(1994, p.22). As a T4E, I am teaching
the target language’s culture, i.e. English, but seen through the Greek culture, my students and mine
common ground in life. What is important in Life? The answer leads to Perspectives as a basic constituent

of Culture. What can young people learn to characterize as culturally acceptable or unacceptable. If WE
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teach them as networked educators the core human values. We help cultivate learned individuals who are
aware of common goals that should be striven for in life, as Mrs. Gyftoula G.,2009, for T4E Ambassadors

Training, has noted in her presentation.

Outcomes and Recommendations

Expected outcomes of this theatrical play’s writing and subsequent performance:
Curriculum implementation through authentic material.

Demonstrate the United Nations’ of which T4E are a core part, three imperatives: a) Human Rights based
approach b)leave no one behind c¢) gender equality and women’s empowerment.

Recommendations

school or of different schools. In our case, we worked with the 1st Public Junior High School of
Metamorphosis. The aforementioned school created a padlet with the Chemistry teacher, Mrs. Athina
Oikonomou, that described the sea wreckages in the Mediterranean Sea. Thus, it follows that the Creating
and reimbursing the networking among schools is facilitated.

Executive Summary

History is crucial for modern states in the process to create and maintain national
solidarity (Coakley, 2004). The function of history teaching in most countries is
presenting a narrative to the pupils that their nation has a unique identity that is different
from “others” (McCully, 2012). Nation is placed at the center of world history,its
supposed grandeur is stressed and “darker” sides remain silent. However, a history
education based on a single grand master narrative diminishes critical thinking
(Ligtenberg, n.d.). Instead, critical thinking can Dbe encouraged through
multiperspectivity, an approach that can be seen as a strategy of taking into account
another’s perspective (or others’ perspectives) in addition to our own (Fritzsche, 2001,
as cited in Stradling, 2003). We scheduled this unit about Second World War in the
period March-April 2022, within the framework of the innovative Teachers4Europe
Program. Our main goal was to make it possible for pupils to develop the intellectual
ability to analyse and interpret information critically and responsibly, through dialogue,
the search for historical evidence and open debate. Teachers and students from two
schools in two European countries participated in this activity: three students with their
teacher from one school in Athens/Greece and five students with their teacher from one
school in Malaga/Spain. We applied a learner-centeredmethodology and we used the
Webex platform to meet each other. Four meetings between the two groups took place.
Each meeting lasted 1,5 hours approximately.

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We are living in a globalized world and schools need to do more to prepare young
people for life in a world characterized by ethnic, cultural, linguistic and religious
diversity. The Council of Europe "recognizes the importance of history as a basis for
the education of Europe's citizens and its role in bridging differences and bringing
people together, establishing mutual understanding and trust between the peoples of
Europe” (Council of Europe, n.d.). At the same time, the Committee on Culture and
Education of the European Parliament proposes the revision of school curricula, "'so as
to provide a global view of European history, as a means of eliminating stereotypes and
prejudices” (2022). On the other hand, the current revival of nationalisms is a
phenomenon that concerns the entire Europe and sets barriers to the peaceful
coexistence of peoples. While teaching history cannot be the panacea for all these ills,
the current threats to democracy, international cooperation, and ultimately peace are
closely linked to the misuse of history teaching, as an instrument of ideological
manipulation or for the promotion of intolerant, xenophobic and racist ideas.
(Bentrovato& Schulze 2016, as cited in Ailincai, 2022). For that reason the Committee
of Ministers (2001), recommends the promotion of a “European dimension” in history
teaching, that would be a “decisive factor in reconciliation, recognition, understanding
and mutual trust between peoples”. To promote a European dimension in history
teaching, in an enlarged, democratic, peaceful Europe, it would be appropriate to
“encourage teaching about periods and developments with the most obvious European
dimension, to use every available means, particularly information technology, to
promote co-operation and exchange projects between schools on themes connected
with the history of Europe, to develop pupils’ interest in the history of other European
countries”’(Committee of Ministers, 2001).Bearing the above in mind, we asked from
an English teacher and her students in IES Benalmadena School, located in the city of
Malaga, Spain, to participate in this project about European history. We chose to deal
with aspects of the Second World War, a significant historical event of the 20th century,
widely taught throughout Europe, but from an ethnocentric perspective. Our aim was
students to acquire basic historical knowledge about what happened in another
European country at that time. The ultimate objective, however, was to introduce a
wider European dimension in teaching an event which has shaped Europe. Our goal
was also students to become actors in the continuous process of historical meaning
making. Teaching students that history is a diversity of opinions and interpretations,

encourages critical thinking but also valuable and necessary ways to find mutual
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understanding of different cultures (Wansink et al., as cited in Ligtenberg, n.d.). We
used social media (Instagram) to communicate with the teacher from Spain and we
arranged to meet on March 23, using the Webex platform. Communication was in
English and in Spanish.

Description of the activity

After introducing ourselves (1st meeting: 23/03/2022), students from each school
conducted their own research, and presented the students of the cooperating school a
timeline with all the important facts concerning each country’s role in the Second World
War (2nd meeting 30/03/2022). Greek students were informed about the role Hitler and
Mussolini played in Franco's dominance in Spain, and also about Spain's “neutrality”
in the Second World War. At the same time, the students of the Spanish school were
informed about Greece’s contribution to the victory over the Axis powers. The
establishment of regimes of Franco and Metaxas in Spain and in Greece gave us the

opportunity to study asourcecollection about Fascism in the 1930s,in our 3nd meeting

(11/04/2022). Students worked in small groups, read historical sources and tried to
answer the following questions: 1) What is Fascism? 2) Who did it appeal to? 3) How
widespread was it? 4) Why did right-wing, neo-fascist and neo-nazi parties and
movements emerge in some countries in the beginning of the 21st century? Try to
recognise similarities and differences (Stradling, 2001). Pupils wrote their answers
down in a worksheet and then discussed them in plenary. During our 4th meeting we
tried to expand our activity by having a debate about the contrast between then and
now. We talked about the fact that to become part of the EU, candidate countries have
to comply with the principles of freedom, democracy, respect for human rights and
fundamental freedoms, and the rule of law (Article 6 of the EU Treaty). They also have
to fulfil the Copenhagen criteria, according to which a candidate country should be a
stable democracy, respect human rights and the rule of law and protect minorities; and
adopt the common rules, standards and policies which make up the body of EU law.
We asked our pupils to think: in the light of Europe’s history, why is it crucial to give
countries strict standards to be met if they want to join the EU? Finally, pupils were

encouraged to write a cooperative essay.

As regards the dissemination of the activity, it was accomplished through our
participation in the final Event/Presentation of best practices of a Network of
Cooperating Schools “SIMA-AEP”, that took place on 18-19th of June, in Anavryta
Model High School. 72 schools, from several regions of Greece and Europe,
participated in this event, where our students presented the results of our project in situ.
We are also planning to present this project in the 8th International Conference for the
Promotion of Educational Innovation, that will take place in Larissa, 14-16 October
2022.

Conclusions and recommendations

Applying a “European dimension” to history education does not come without
complications. First of all, there is a problem connected to time management. It takes
more time to raise students ‘awareness about the “European dimension” or develop
their ability to think for themselves than rely on a textbook. Definitely students needed
more time to discuss all viewpoints and perspectives. However, our students had the
opportunity to work with a group of peers of a different nationality, interacted with
different ideas and opinions. They also played an active role in the production of
knowledge developing research skills for investigating historical sources. They tried to
delve into the historical roots and the context of the main challenges and conflicts facing
Europe today, when many attacks on democracy and democratic values happen. They
developed critical thinking by taking other perspectives into account. Next year we are
going to expand the activity including more schools/pupils and ensuring a better

preparation.

Trying to teach the lesson of history from a "European perspective™ is an important
challenge for the teacher, since any curriculum about 21st century European history is
likely to include sensitive and controversial topics which, if taught from multiple
perspectives, may upset some groups, including parents of students and other social and
political parts (Stradling, 2001). One suggestion we can make is the further
development of appropriate educational material via the co-operation of history
teachers from different European countries. The website of the Council of Europe can
provide teachers with useful material. Finally, an element that we must point out has to

do with the knowledge and skills that a teacher must have, to introduce a “European
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dimension” to the history lesson. Teacher training and participation in innovative

European programs can help in this area.

Introduction

In the school year 2020 - 2021, 12Veria’s Kindergarten and 2ndChalkida’s
kindergarten decided to cooperate in the framework of the program KA3 Erasmus
program "Teachers 4 Europe: Setting am agora for Democratic culture™. In the project
participated 35 children and 2 kindergarten teachers. Children through creative and
experiential activities had the opportunity to approach the concept of right, get to know
the basic principles and values of the European Union and realize that as tomorrow's
active and critic citizens of multicultural Europe must know and defend not only their

own rights but also those of their fellow human beings.

The goals and objectives of this project were compatible with the Interdisciplinary
Framework of the Greek Kindergarten Curriculum (2003) and the New Greek
Curriculum for Kindergarten (2011). The main goals of our project were:

* Raising students’ awareness and activation in spectacles related to the European

Union through a research, project-based learning and creative thinking

* Learning about the democratic values of Europe through a process of recognition

of their rights as citizens of an organized society.

* Realizing and learning their rights through creative activities

» Taking initiatives and feeling responsible in a climate of trust and cooperation
* Being supported and able to evaluate their work and behavior

« Cultivating important cognitive, social and technological skills

* Gaining new knowledge, sharing common concerns, and working together to

produce a joint project
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During the intervention, we used video editing software and applications, audio
recorder (mobile phone), YouTube, interactive presentation applications (Thinglink,
genial.ly, padlet, etc.) and the wakelet application which was used as a communication
platform between the two schools. We also used fairytalesso as to raise kids’ interest

on the topic.

Methodology

The "Eurokids Rights" program whose activities were organized, based on the
Declaration of the Rights of the Child (1924), to spread the message of protection and
respect for rights. In order to give a playful character to the intervention, it was decided
that the presentation of the rights should be done with puzzles which were prepared
alternately by the students of the two schools. Bellow we list briefly our project

activities.
1. Activity

Children learned the basic values of the European Union through fairy tales (The stars
of Europe, We are all born free) and created the logo of the project.

2. Activity

Children created a collaborative radio message for the student radio contest of the
European School Radio "Make it sound 2020". The theme of the competition was

“From me to us” through which they presented Children’s Rights and EU values.
3. Activity
Right 1: Name, Identity, Nationality

The right to identity, name and citizenship was approached by students observing the
different features of their faces and painting their portraits. Then each child created a
personal identity with a photo and some personal information such as name, age and
school. Students, also did a digital trip to European countries. They created their
personal passports with personal details and started their journey in knowing the EU

countries, their national symbols, their customs and traditions, their monuments, etc.
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4 & 5. Activities
Right 2: Living in a safe environment

Children approached this right through the use of the book "One home for all” by
Christopher Corr, built a robotics track with the heroes of the story, and then created
route codes to lead the heroes of the story to their home. In order to mobilize the
children's interest, an exchange of coded routes took place and an attempt was made to

resolve them.

Finally, an acquaintance map in Padlet was created, where the students of both schools

mapped their homes and uploaded drawings and crafts of their houses.
6. Activity
Right 3: Digital security

On the occasion of Safe Internet Day, students learned about the dangers of the internet
by using the educational material of the Saferinternet4kids Center. Children of one
kindergarten represented the European Parliament where they submitted their proposals
for a safe internet and children of the other school created a poem about internet safety
based on the proposals and a poster combining the poem and drawings about the safe

use of internet.
7. Activity
Right 4: A safe school environment

The National Day Against School Violence, which is on the 6th of March, was the
trigger for dealing with this right. The children approached the concept of school
bullying through the use of relevant animations and books. We talked about bullying,
how we deal with it and the value of friendship. As a result we created the collaborative
book "The little book of friendship”

8.Activity
Right 5: Clean and sustainable environment

World Bee Day was the occasion for the elaboration of the right to clean and sustainable
environment and for that we used the book "The mystery with the bees" by F.

Mandilaras. Children learned about the role bees play in people's lives and the

environment, planted beekeeping plants, made seed bombs and created a joint and bee
protection poster that they shared with their parents and agricultural shops so as to
inform farmers about how they can protect bees and an interactive e-poster with rules
about protecting the bees.

9.Activity
Right 6: Clean water

Through the book "A sea of plastics"” by K. Tsantali, children became aware of the issue
of environmental pollution and especially the danger sea faces from plastic pollution
and together they created an interactive Thinglink poster with proposals for the

protection of the environment and especially the seas to ensure the purity of water.
10.Activity
Right 7: Democracy

Children learned the meaning of democracy through the book of M. Gioti: "Give a
solution to the beehive". We talked about elections, we represented the electoral process
on the occasion of the fairy tale. We voted by drawing our personal choice “which bee
we consider most capable of taking command in the hive”. Then we decided to hold
elections for class leader. The candidates presented their pre-election speeches to the
whole group, the ballot paper and the ballot box were created and the election
commission was drawn up. Then each student gave his / her ID to the election
commission for control, took the ballot paper and voted.

11. Activity

The project evaluation was summative. It took place at the end of the project with the

use of a Google forms questionnaire for students.

12. Activity

Presentation of the project to children’s parents and the wider society
Discussion

The presented activities raised the awareness of the majority of the children who

participated. Given the special circumstances, suspension of schools due to Covid 19,
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we would say that the response from the students was positive and did not affect the

progress of the project.

Through the program, the children realized the role of cooperation in people's lives,
understood that problems are common and concern us all and learned to share and

express their views.

The European T4E program was the vehicle with which teachers and students worked
together and realized that all have the same rights and that it is the duty of all to ensure

them.

Through this program, teachers were given the opportunity to implement actions that
promote children's critical thinking, actions that give children the opportunity to
develop their oral speech skills, to argue and to claim through simulations a better future
in a Europe, which respects diversity and promotes democratic values.

The evaluation was summative and took place at the end of the project with the use of
a questionnaire. It’s purpose was to assess the degree of achievement of the teaching
and pedagogical goals of the project and to investigate the degree of student’s

satisfaction with their participation in it.

The analysis of the questionnaire data showed that all the children enjoyed their
participation in the project, learned to recognize their rights, were particularly pleased
with their cooperation with other students and expressed the desire to participate in a

similar program next year.

The puzzles were the motivation for their participation and from the entries in the
diaries of the kindergarten teachers it can be seen that the children were looking forward
to the arrival of the next puzzle, the answer of their partners and the production of
collaborative projects.

Regarding the rights and the activities that were implemented in relation to them, it
becomes clear that those that stood out are the ones that have to do with safety in the
school environment. Their answers also showed that children are very sensitive to
issues related to the environment. While actions that require more critical thinking such
as creating a radio message and digital security made it difficult for children to choose

them.
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In conclusion we tried to spread our project through presentations in conferences and

through the social media (personal, school, T4E facebook page).
